2018 Information about Registering for the 4-H Fair
Attached are the forms needed to register for the 2018 Middlesex & New Haven County 4-H Fair August 3, 4 & 5.  PLEASE NOTE: They are due July 1.  Any forms received after that deadline will be charged a late fee of $10.
1. 4-H Member Exhibitor Form (4-H exhibitor form 2018 final):  every exhibitor (4-H members and over the clover adult exhibitors) must submit a completed form which must be signed by both exhibitor and parent/guardian for youth under 18.

a. Don’t forget to check all the areas you will be participating in:

Home Arts (does not require a separate entry form but you need to indicate if you need electrical hook-ups or if you are doing a performing arts or public presentation
b. Livestock  - if you are entering any livestock – check here on the exhibitor form and then complete and send in the form for the species of animal(s) your are entering.  Don’t forget – you must have submitted a completed verification form on each animal you wish to enter by the spring deadline.
c. Herdsmanship Contest– please use the Herdsmanship form to sign up for herdsmanship.  All educational displays need to be judged through the home arts department on Thursday evening, then they can be moved to accompany your livestock exhibit.

d. Tractor Driving Contest – open to anyone over 4-H age 7 - will be held on Sunday afternoon.  Additional permission forms must be completed that day.
e. Over the Clover is a separate registration form which should be sent to the New Haven Extension Center. (2017 Over the Clover)  Almost a Clover (siblings under 7) need not pre-register.

2. Livestock exhibitor forms (Fair forms2018) – a separate form for each species is provided.  You can register all animals of one species on the same form..
a. Please note that there is a registration fee required at the time of submitting most animal forms – this should be included with your forms.  An additional late fee will be charged is not submitted on time.

b. 4-H Animal Parade – there will be a costume parade on Sunday following the Premier showmen award ceremony.  Don’t forget to check on your livestock entries if you will be participating. 

3. Overnight permission form (2018 4-H Fair overnight form) – must be completed for EACH child staying overnight at the fair.  Signature of both youth and parent is required.  If the parent/guardian is allowing another adult to chaperone their child, that person’s signature is also required.  
a. Only registered 4-H volunteers are allowed to serve as chaperone for someone else’s child.  
b. Make sure you indicate where 4-H member and the parent or guardian/chaperone will be sleeping.  Please note that fire laws prohibit sleeping in the exhibit buildings.
c. Everyone staying overnight must be registered, regardless of 4-H affiliation (i.e. siblings of 4-H members who are not members themselves, younger brothers/sisters).  All youth must be under the supervision of a parent/guardian or designated chaperone at ALL times.

d. It is important that we know who is staying over each night.  Therefore, a mandatory meeting for everyone staying over (both youth and adults) is held each evening once the fair has been closed to the public and attendance is taken.  Check in with the 4-H staff in charge of the evening meeting to get permission to retire early.  If you have signed up to stay overnight but choose to go home, you MUST tell the 4-H staff by 6 pm that evening.

4. Reserving space for camper/tent – page 2 of the 2018 4-H Fair overnight form is to be completed and sent to the Middlesex County Extension Center no later than July 15 or turned in at the fair set-up.  Every one staying overnight must be an enrolled 4-H member, registered volunteer or spouse.  Please check with 4-H staff with questions.
